What is the frog? What is the 
adaptation? 

How does this help 
the frog survive? 

Amazon horned frog tan females, green 
males 

• makes it easier for the females 
to hide from predators 

• males look like leaves in the 
rain forest 

Amazon horned frog has big mouths and 
sharp teeth 

• swallows prey whole 

• only takes one big gulp to eat 
its prey 

• eats anything smaller than 
itself 

Amazon horned frog has horns above its 
eyes 

• horns look like leaf stems, 
which makes it hard for prey to 
see it 

Amazon horned frog ambushes prey • hides under leaves and waits 
for prey 

• springs out and catches the 
prey by surprise 
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
